(a) Breastfeeding Surveillance - The breastfeeding project is just making final edits on the report. We should be distributing it in the next month or so. It will be sent out through email as well as available on PHO's website. 
(b) On-line Prenatal – The first prenatal report is available on PHO's website. We have submitted the results of the project for publishing and are waiting to hear back. The main finding was that women learned something after taking public health prenatal education programs both online an in-person but there was no significant difference between knowledge gained through in-person compared to online.
(c) Program Evaluation – Working on analyzing survey results.

	4.3. Air and Share
	· APHEO Website – Alanna says it is coming soon, has good functionality and will have password protection for members to contribute to a forum that will replace the current listserve.
· BFI assessments – Alanna stated they just received word on their final assessment by BCC and they did not get certified. GBHU will be reviewing pre-assessment recommendations and commenting about the process to the Ministry.
· GBHU is undergoing several changes including reduced services to HBHC (no 48 hr calls to all new Moms, working only with the staff that funded for); reduced one-to-one services in sexual health; only doing on-line prenatal programs.
· Renata – asked if anyone had any mapping tips for her as they will be mapping Oral Health screening data for just public schools. Results showed that areas with high natural fluoride had lower dental carries.
· Marina – asked about NHS use and doing updates to Community Profiles. Alanna to share document from GBHU as it has a statement directing them to where the data is but that its use not recommended.
· Marina – Vibrant Canada group – joined on-line, they will do a poverty profile using tax-filer data as well as holding a Poverty Reduction Summit meeting in Ottawa.
