	4.3 Community Data Consortium
	Peterborough is a member of a consortium with the local SRPC.  No one else participating in teleconference has bought in.
Chatham-Kent looking at starting a consortium with LHIN and some other agencies
Consortium is base cost plus membership fee.  Base cost calculated using population size for the consortium.
Waterloo has done detailed comparisons and found taxfiler pretty close to NHS.  Huron has found the same with limited comparison of some income indicators received through Vibrant Communities initiative.
