SOLUTIONS
Collaborate with other Health Units on Evaluation
· Huron County is conducting several research projects in collaboration with Western University. Huron will invite other health units to participate in the research projects. There are currently 4 topics:

           3) energy drinks and marketing

Utilize External Resources
· External Resources that can provide meaningful data include SHAPES,  Compass and Propel. SHAPES works by gathering data at both student and school levels. Using machine-readable questionnaires, SHAPES can collect data from every student in a school, grades 5 to 12. This is Canadian wide. The COMPASS study connects researchers with schools and
            youth across Ontario to identify important  

            youth health issues and understand how  

             school programs, policies, or resources help    

             and hinder health outcomes for Ontario 
            youth. This targets school-aged children from 
            grades 5 to 12. The Propel Centre for 
             Population Health Impact is a collaborative 
             enterprise that conducts research, evaluation  

              and knowledge exchange to accelerate 
             improvements in the health of populations in the areas of tobacco control, youth health and capacity development.
Include an Evaluation Component in Logic Model 
· To include an evaluation component in  the operational plan. Peterborough Health unit and Northwestern Ontario built in an evaluation component in their operational plan. This helps to introduce staff to evaluation and build their skill set.
