· FN Data. Erica Sawula (Thunder Bay) and Dorian Lunny (Northwestern) first expressed interest in learning more about this topic and being involved in moving this issue forward. However, it was decided that the group will support this issue collectively
· Andrew can be a liaison between this group and the BORN PH Working Group
· Work on developing a problem statement to give to BORN 
· Compile a general table (# of First Nations on and off reserve by Health Unit)
· Andrew going to contact stats Canada to determine most credible source (NHS/census/Aboriginal Peoples Survey) 
· Infant Feeding Surveillance – Deanna talked about having a low response rate using the LCDP online multiple time point survey. She asked if others were using the 6 month retrospective survey?
