	Module Revision
	Food Insecurity:
Definitions (Food insecurity, marginal, moderate, severe)
· Discussed the importance of making sure the definition is clear and aligns with what is being measured (i.e. whether to define food insecurity vs security) as there is confusion w.r.t what is being defined. The change in definition to food security occurred in 2005, after the adaptation of the household food security module from the USDA. 
· Monika mentioned that there is value in keeping the food secure definition as it defines what food insecurity is not. Perhaps the food security definition may not be necessary. 
· Mary Ellen mentioned that the word household should be included in the definition as it needs to be made clear that we are talking about measurement of food insecurity at the household level.
· There was agreement to highlight the word household in the definition section. 
Cross-references to other indicators 
· ACTION: Monica to add/send a link to CIHI indicators as well.
Standard blurbs (OPHS, CVs etc.)
· OPHS section is still being updated, Suzanne will let the group know about its status. 
Survey Questions: 
· There was discussion regarding whether the variable name for food insecurity would change in 2018 as some organizations have not received that data yet. 
· Suzanne mentioned that the variable name is to remain the same so a 2017/2018 year can be added to the table.
·  Currently, there are two similar tables in the document (under “Survey Questions” and “Indicator Comments”) which essentially duplicate the information. 
· Suzanne to move the second, larger table to the Survey Questions section and delete the table currently in that section.  
· Suggestion to have the indicator comments refer back to the table in the Survey Questions section, if needed. 
· With regards to the table outlining the food security status categories, Suzanne mentioned that it needs to be made clear that household status category includes both households with and without children. 
· There were suggestions to remove parenthesis and add an additional statement elsewhere in the table or add a superscript and footnote that mentions this point. 
· Suzanne to update the definitions in the table. 
Syntax
· Suzanne and Jordan have reviewed the syntax, and along with John Barbaro’s updated syntax for 2017, and have created two files corresponding to the CCHS redesign (2017-2018 and 2013-2014 and prior)
· ACTION: update change of variable names in the syntax. 

Analysis checklist
· For now, the new release guidelines have been added. 
· The calibration issue should be mentioned in both the “indicator comments” and the “analysis checklist” section. 
· Monika suggested to cross-reference points that mention the calibration issue. For example, “see Health Region Level Analysis with Household Weights in CCHS for more details”. There was agreement amongst the group on this point. 
· Counts and proportions conversation- Suzanne hasn’t been able to connect with anyone from the previous group re: points about counts and proportions.
· ACTION: Suzanne will ask the core indicators working group about where to go with this. 

Indicator comments 
· Need to make sure that literature is up to date and that the references being used are appropriate. There needs to be more referencing wrt marginal food insecurity, especially to justify the decision to add marginal if it hasn’t been incorporated by StatsCan yet. 
· Val to send some /insert some references to primary sources that discuss marginal food insecurity.
· Suzanne still waiting on a reply from StatsCan about their direction with this indicator. 

ACTION: clean up the document, accept track changes to have a final draft.
