	Food Security Indicator
	 
This is to provide a high level summary of the revision process of the Food security over these few months.  Some smaller group meetings were held, as well as a couple of large group meeting.  Formal minutes were not taken – comments and decisions were captured in the indicator drafts.

Discussion was help on terminology – are we using Food Insecurity or Food Security?  For most places, we chose to go with Food Insecurity. Also, we discussed terminology for the subcategories of Food insecurity e.g. ‘marginally food insecure’ or ‘food insecure, marginal’.  We chose to go with option 1 as this seemed more intuitive.

Table 2. Descriptions of Household Food Insecurity Statuses for Adults, Children, and Households was updated, and a Table 3 – describing the possible food in secure scenarios and how they would fit in with Table 2 was created.  We are unsure if we will include Table 3 in the final version – we are going to ask external reviewers.

Indicator description was updated, and all references were updated in the document.  

There was discussion on whether or not it is appropriate to report on the numbers of individuals as opposed to proportions of people with food insecurity.  The last indicator advised against it.  S. Fegan wrote CCHS – and they said that it was fine to do so, although to be cautious of low numbers and be aware that total population counts may not match Census data.  Analysis comments were updated as per information provided by CCHS.

Syntax files were updated and tested.

We decided to take out a comment in the analysis section that provided that latest statistics of the CCHS food insecurity data.  Although this was provided in the previous version, Core Indicators does not usually provide analysis results in the indicators as this is not the purpose of the indicators.  We decided that given that, and the fact that once you start providing data, where do you stop, we chose to leave it out.

S. Fegan to check if CIWG has a revised standard blurb on the CCHS modifications as well as the new CV guidelines.  We added in what we thought is correct – but can/will update if a standard blurb has been created.
