· [bookmark: _67h41vy64e6p]There were no questions on cannabis use in the 2013/2014 cycle of the CCHS.
· In 2015, a major redesign of the CCHS was implemented using a different sampling strategy based on two different frames. Statistics Canada recommends caution when comparing data from previous cycles to data from 2015 onwards.
· The content of questions on cannabis use slightly changed in the 2015/2016 cycle. Prior to this cycle the question was asked as "IDG_01: Have you ever used or tried marijuana, cannabis or hashish?" In 2015, the question was asked as "DRG_Q005: Have you ever used or tried marijuana or hashish?"
· Two indicators can be calculated from the CCHS, the denominator will change depending on the indicator. For the population who has consumed cannabis in the past year the denominator is weighted total number of respondents (DODRG=1). For the proportion of cannabis users who have consumed the drug in the past year, the denominator is weighted total number of respondents who indicated ever consuming cannabis (DRG_005=1,2).
Indicator Comments
· [bookmark: _ndmrlc2rvk07][bookmark: _b1stbqsoq3q2]Prevalence of use of cannabis, especially non-medical use as been identified by Statistics Canada as one of the indicators that needs to be monitored, especially in light of the recent legalization of cannabis in Canada [1]. As cannabis use is the necessary exposure for any related public health outcome, measuring its prevalence and fluctuation become necessary [2]. In addition, special attention should be groups that are at specific higher risk due to cannabis use, this include groups such as youth and pregnant women [1].
· For the age breakdown, it is recommended to explore both groups under 19 years of age as it enables to identify illegal access and under 25 as it enables to monitor use in a potentially vulnerable group (those between the age of 19 and 24) who can access cannabis legally but can be at risk of negative health outcomes.
