· This question will only be included in the CCHS starting in the 2019/2020 cycle.
· The method of use of cannabis has been identified as an indicator of significant public health importance due to health issues that might arise from the different modes of ingestion. Smoking, the most common mode of consumption of cannabis, has been associated with acute and chronic bronchial and pulmonary issues as well as cancer [1]. There are also concern that ingesting cannabis through food might inadvertently cause poisonings due issues related to the potency, food preparation processes and delayed onset of the effect [2]. Monitoring this indicator can help with discerning and promoting the safer means of use [1].
· For the age breakdown, it is recommended to explore both groups under 19 years of age as it enables to identify illegal access and under 25 as it enables to monitor use in a potentially vulnerable group (those between the age of 19 and 24) who can access cannabis legally but can be at risk of negative health outcomes.
