	Healthcare attributable to cannabis indicators
a) Use of OHMRS and DAD for hospitalizations
· The opioid subgroup had asked the cannabis and alcohol subgroup for their thoughts on how they would be integrating the two datasets in the core indicators.
i. It might be helpful to use IDS to explore how patients are counted after being discharged from DAD to OHRMS and vice versa. Katrice offered to look into this.
· The team also discussed the use of the admission date as a filter for DAD as opposed to the standard discharge date as it is closer to the event of poisoning or mental alteration.
ACTION: Katrice to use IDS to see how patients are counted in OHMRS and DAD.
b) Format of ED visits for substance use related poisoning and mental health issues.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The team agreed to use the same format as the opioid subgroup to be consistent in the core indicators released. However the indicator should NOT be assumed to represent all harms related to cannabis as some issues such as injuries due to cannabis use and driving might not be adequately captured.
· This item will be revisited once the poisoning component is complete.
