Operationalize Health Equity presentation (Kate Enright)
· Kate presented her fellowship work on creating a guidance document, including an ethical framework and tools to support equity-informed decision making, particularly around resource allocation.
· Kate shared a prototype tool to model and visualize the epidemiologic and equity impacts of decisions based on different ethical frameworks.

Niagara Priority Population Work (Emily Chemnitz)
· Emily shared Niagara’s work on creating a standardized, scalable approach to identifying priority populations across programs, which was piloted with sexual health.
· The approach combines data analysis on outcomes, risk factors, ON-Marg and others with community engagement. 
· Shift from static lists of priority populations to a more flexible, process-based approach that helps programs use local data to identify priorities.

SDOH Data Collection in Southeast Public Health (Megan Carter)
· Megan shared that SPH plans to collect SDOH data as part of the new EMR deployment. 
· Proposed approach is to collect data pre-visit using SurveyMonkey.
